	Instructional Awards

Proposed restarting an institutional Instructor Award program.

Goal: recognize teaching excellence and strengthen student experience.

Seeking a student–staff task force to design criteria and nomination process.

Awards may not include cash; focus on recognition, excellence, and potential eligibility for provincial/national awards.

Process to be student-friendly (possible shift away from essay-based submissions). 

	Council has decided at this time to put this on hold. Suggest this project begin in May with the new executives who will have more time to add to this project.

	U-Pass Update 
	The Executive Director provided an update that the U-Pass program is officially being cancelled for the upcoming academic year.

The ED met with the City of Brandon to review the three options previously put forward by the Executive Council. The City responded this afternoon confirming that they also believe the program must be cancelled, due to the significant challenges the ACSA is facing in being able to collect the required funds for the program.

As a result, students will not see a U-Pass fee on their tuition beginning in the 2026/2027 school year.

The next step is communication with the college and with students to ensure everyone is aware of the cancellation and understands the reasoning.
